ATA SILAH SANAYi A.S’nin mimari, dogustan yetenekli usta Celal YOLLU; Anadolu’nun
gbbeginde soyle yazmaya basladi basari hikayesini...

1942 yilinda diinyaya geldigi Kayseri’nin incesu kazasinda, heniiz ¢ok kiigiik yaslardayken
mekanige olan yetenegini kesfetti. Gordugu herhangi bir mekanik aleti sokip takmak ve sifirdan
iretmek konusunda dillere destan bir basari yakaladi, Kayseri'nin incesu kazasinda nice
tamircilerin onaramadig tufeklerin hakkindan geldi. 1955 yilinda henlz 13 yasindayken,
erisecegi basarinin ilk emareleri belirmeye baslamisti bile. ileride ona bambaska kapilar agacak
ve tim hayatini adayacagi bir basari hikayesine dontsecek ilk tek kirma tufegini kendi basin a
Uretmisti o yil. Ancak ustanin tabii ki bir tiifekle yetinmesi beklenemezdi. O da hep daha iyisini
Uretip hayallerini gercege donustirebilecegi bir imalathane agti. Bu girisim ve yaptigi basarih
hamleler, onu kisa siirede yerel pazarda s6z sahibi yapmaya vyetti.

Mutevazi bir imalathanenin, diinyaca Unli bir av tifegi markasina déniisme hikayesi iste bu
sekilde Anadolu’nun kiglk bir kazasinda baslamis oldu. 1967 yilina gelindiginde ise yenilikgi ve
hep daha iyiyi hedefleyen yapisi, kurucumuz Celal YOLLU ’nun Turkiye’nin ilk ¢ift kirma av
tufegini Uretmesini sagladi.

Her basarili tasarim, talebi ve onunla dogru orantili olarak Giretimi de glinbeglin artirdi. Bu ivme,
kurucumuzun atesli silah sanayinin merkezi olan Diizce’ye tasinma kararini vermesini kaginilmaz
kihyordu. Burada kisa siirede sanayi lideri olarak bir ilke imza att; Turkiye'nin ilk stiperpoze av
tufegini Uretti. Celal YOLLU, profesyonel hayati ile esglidimli yurittigl yeni nesil silah ustasi
egitimleriyle de mesgul oldu. Basari ve vizyonu, onu ayni zamanda rekabet gliciine de kavusarak
AR-GE calismalarina agirlik vermeye yoneltti. 1990 yilina gelindiginde, diinya pazariyla yakin
temasta olabilmek adina istanbul’a tasinan Celal YOLLU, gittigi her yerde Urettigi silahlarla
adindan séz ettiren bir efsaneye déniismistii adeta. istanbul’da devam eden calismalari ¢ok
ge¢meden meyvesini verdi ve Celal YOLLU bir ilke daha imza atti; Vursan markasiyla Turkiye'nin
ilk yari otomatik av tifegini tretti.

Sektorde dikkatleri Gzerine geken, basarilari ile efsaneye dontisen VURSAN, diinyanin 6ncl
sirketlerinden is ortaklig teklifleri almaya baslamis ve 2000 yilinda Beretta Grubu’nun teklifini
kabul ederek gli¢lu bir ortaklik kurmustur.

Bugiin kalitesi ile glivenirligi ile tiniine iin katan ATA SiLAH diinya capinda taninan kalitesi
ispatlanmis marka haline geldi.

ATA SILAH SANAYI A.S. bugiin halen biiyiik ustanin ogullari Yavuz YOLLU ve Fatih YOLLU ile
basari yolculuguna ayni azim ve istekle devam ediyor.

DESCRIPTION

This Over&Under firearm is a break action firearm and has two barrels located one under the
other. Each barrel has its own chamber. The firearm is cocking by breaking the barrels, hammers
get cocked at each cycle. Firing occurs by strained hammers’ hitting to the firing pin, which is
released by the trigger. When the firearm is opened after shooting, the extractor will eject the
spent shells and raise the unfired cartridges to make manual removal easier. The barrel selector
feature allows you to choose which barrel will be fired first.

ATA Over&Under firearms have 2 %” (70mm) or 3” (76mm) chambers. 12GA firearms are
designed for cartridges between 24grams (7/8 oz) and 50grams (1 % oz), 20GA firearms are
designed for cartridges between 25grams (5/8 oz) and 36grams (1 % oz).

WARNING: Using a cartridge of the wrong caliber or type for your firearm can result in damage
or can cause serious injuries to the user or by standers. When you are firing, be certain you are
using only ammunition of the correct caliber and type. If you are using a 12GA firearm, do not
carry 20GA ammunition.

ASSEMBLY OF PACKAGED FIREARM

Your firearm comes with two separate parts. Follow the steps below to complete the initial
assembly:

Pull the safety button to the "Safety On" position (Figure 4).

Ensure that the firearm is unloaded, the chamber and bore are clean from oil and other
debris.

Remove the forend by pressing to the forend button (Figure 5).

Push to the top lever to rightmost (Figure 6).

Insert the barrels into the receiver so that the hinge pins in the receiver fit into the
corresponding slots on the barrel (Figure 7). Make sure that the barrels are locked into
the receiver (Figure 8).

Fit the forend down below the barrels by hooking the forend iron onto the receiver,
rotate the forend upward and firmly press it against the barrels to engage the barrel
hook mechanism (Figure 9). (You will hear Click when the forend is locked into place).
Make sure that the forend button is at locked position (Figure 10). If it does not fit, slap
the forend firmly by your palm.

OPERATION OF THE SAFETY

You can move the safety button between “Safety On” and “Safety Off, Ready to Fire” positions
to make the firearm ready to fire or keep it in a safe mode.

SAFETY OFF (READY TO FIRE)

When the safety button is pushed fully forward, the firearm is ready to fire. (This position is
indicated with a red dot) (Figure 11).

SAFETY ON

When the safety button is pulled back until it stops, the trigger is blocked and the firearm can
not be fired. (This position is indicated with a letter S) (Figure 4).

WARNING: Always keeping the safety button at the "Safety On" position will help to prevent
potential accidents. Do not rely solely on the safety. Practice safe gun handling at all times.
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SELECTOR

You can select that which barrel will fire first by using the selector feature which works with the
safety button.

° Pull the safety button to the "Safety On" position (Figure 4).

° If you swipe the safety/selector button to the left, the top barrel is going to fire first.
(Indicated with two dots) (Figure 12). If you swipe the safety/selector button to the right,
the bottom barrel is going to fire first. (Indicated with one dot) (Figure 13).

° Whether you choose the top or bottom barrel to fire first, the second barrel will fire
accordingly at the second trigger pull, without using the safety/selector button again.

LOAD CHECK

WARNING: Never check if the barrel of your firearm is blocked or needs cleaning by firing it. If
the barrel is even partially plugged with water, dirt, oil or other debris, it can cause extreme
pressure, and this can cause serious injuries and even death.

. Always check the barrel of your firearm for obstructions, oil and other debris, before
assembling and before firing the firearm.

° While checking the firearm, always point the barrel to a safe direction and keep your finger
out of the trigger guard.

. Pull the safety button to the "Safety On" position (Figure 4). Unload the firearm (See
“Unloading Firearm”). Look inside the barrels through the chambers.

° If the barrel of your firearm is plugged or contains oil or any other debris, you will need to
clean the barrel with a barrel cleaning kit. Always clean the barrel by passing the rod from
the chamber towards the barrel. Never pass the rod through the barrel from the barrel
end as this can damage the crown of the barrel and degrade accuracy.

. If there is any obstruction or debris which cannot be easily removed with the barrel
cleaning kit, you should ask for assistance from a qualified gunsmith.

AMMUNITION

The caliber of the firearm is engraved on the barrel. Use only factory-made ammunition which

is manufactured according to the caliber of the firearm and the specifications of CIP or SAAMI.

ATA Over&Under firearms have 2 %” (70mm) or 3” (76mm) chambers. 12GA firearms are
designed for cartridges between 24grams (7/8 oz) and 50grams (1 % oz), 20GA firearms are
designed for cartridges between 25grams (5/8 oz) and 36grams (1 % oz).

WARNING: Before loading your firearm, be sure that there is no crack, damage or any other
unusual situation on your ammunitions.
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WARNING: Using a cartridge of the wrong caliber or type for your firearm can result in damage
or can cause serious injuries to the user or bystanders. When you are firing, be certain you are
using only ammunition of the correct caliber and type. If you are using a 12GA firearm, do not
carry 20GA ammunition.

WARNING: Never usea cartridge with a case longer than the chamber, do not use 3 %" (super
magnum) cartridges on this firearm. This might cause serious consequences both for the gun
and the shooter.

LOADING AND FIRING

LOADING THE FIREARM

WARNING: Using incorrect or improperly loaded ammunition can damage your firearm due to
extreme pressure. This can result in serious injuries or fatal accidents. Therefore, only use
factory ammunition loaded to CIP or SAAMI specifications.

WARNING: Ensure that the firearm is unloaded and thatthe chamber and bore are clean from
oil and other debris.

. While checking the firearm, always point the barrel in a safe direction and keep your finger
out of the trigger guard.

° Pull the safety button to the "Safety On" position (Figure 4).

° Push the top lever to rightmost (Figure 6) and then tilt the barrels downward (Figure 14).

° Load the cartridges into the chamber according to the caliber of your firearm (Figure 15).
Rotate the barrels through the hinge pin and fastly close it (Figure 16). Make sure that the
barrels are locked into the receiver (Figure 8). Make sure that the top lever has returned
to the initial position (Figure 17).

° Push the safety button to the "Safety Off, Ready to Fire" position (Figure 11). Your firearm
is loaded and ready to fire.

WARNING: Until aiming at a safe target keep your finger away from the trigger. Keep the
safety button at the "Safety On" position.

WARNING: Shooting with a firearm which barrel group is not locked properly is dangerous for
you and people around.
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FIRING

WARNING: Ensure that the firearm is unloaded and that the chamber and bore are clean from
oil and other debris.

WARNING: Never touch the trigger unless you identify and aim to a safe target. Unintentional
firing can cause serious injury or death or damage to unintended targets.

WARNING: If the safety button is not at the “Safety On" position, the firearm is ready to fire.
Do not rely solely on the safety. Do not touch the trigger until you are ready to fire.

e  Make sure the cartridge selection is correct according to your firearm's caliber. You can see
the information of the caliber and cartridge length on the barrel.

e  Loadthe firearm. Use safety/selector button to choose the desired barrel. (Figure 12, Figure
13).

e Turn the safety button to the "Safety Off, Ready to Fire" position (Figure 11).

e  Place the recoil pad of the stock on your shoulder. Aim to a safe which you recognize

clearly, with scope, rib or the iron sights. Pull the trigger by applying an increasing stable
pressure.

NOTICE:

After firing the first shot, release the trigger all the way; the firearm will automatically prepare
to fire the second shot without the need to use the selector. Pull the trigger again and fire the
second shot.

WARNING: Firearmshots can travel 450m (500 yards) and firearms with slug barrel have a
range of 800m (% mile). Always be sure of your backstop, and what lies beyond.

WARNING: If thefirearm does not fire even you pulled the trigger, put the barrel to a safe
position, do not pull the trigger again and take the firearm to the “Safety On” position. Wait
for a few minutes then break the rifle by rotating the barrels downwards and eject the
cartridge manually.
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UNLOADING THE FIREARM

WARNING: Make sure that all shells are fired in chambers.

e While checking the firearm, always point the barrel in a safe direction and keep your finger
out of the trigger guard.

e Push the safety button to the "Safety On " position (Figure 4).

e Unload the spent shoot shells or unfired cartridges in the chamber, push to the top lever
to rightmost (Figure 6). To remove the spent shotshell and then tilt the barrels downward
(Figure 14).

e After shooting, the ejectors will eject the spent shells and raise the unfired cartridges for
making manual removal easier (Figure 18). Take out the unfired cartridges by hand. Check
the chamber visually and by your hand until you are sure that there is not any cartridge in
the chamber and close the firearm (Figure 19).

DISASSEMBLY AND ASSEMBLY OF THE FIREARM
COMPONENTS

DISASSEMBLY OF THE FIREARM

. Before starting to disassemble your firearm, familiarize yourself with the general
appearance of the firearm and location of the parts by examining the assembly diagrams
and parts lists.

. Push the safety button to the "Safety On " position (Figure 4).

° Unload the firearm (See “Unloading The Firearm”).

WARNING: Check the chamber visually and by your hand until you are sure that there is not
any cartridge in the chamber.

e  Remove the forend by pushing to the forend button (Figure 5).

e Push to the top lever to rightmost (Figure 6), tilt the barrels downward (Figure 20).

e  Remove the screws hidden inside the buttpad by turning them counterclockwise, and
detach the buttpad (Figure 21).

e By using an appropriate length, 10mm socket wrench, loosen the hex head bolt in the
buttstock by turning it counterclockwise (Figure 22).

e  Remove the stock while holding the receiver with your other hand (Figure 23).

WARNING: More detailed disassembly of the firearm is not recommended. If a detailed
disassembly require, take support from authorized technical services or a certified gunsmith.
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ASSEMBLY OF THEFIREARM

WARNING: Check the chamber visually and by your hand until you are sure that there is not
any cartridge in the chamber.

e Pull the safety button to the "Safety On " position (Figure 4).

e Install the stock to the receiver, tighten the stock bolt clockwise with a 10mm socket
wrench (Figure 22).

e  Place the buttpad, tighten the buttpad screws (Figure 21).

e  Push to the Top lever to rightmost (Figure 6).

e Insert the barrels into the receiver so that the hinge pins in the receiver fit into the
corresponding slots on the barrel (Figure 7). Make sure that the barrels are locked into the
receiver (Figure 8).

e Fit the forend down below the barrels by hooking the forend iron onto the receiver, rotate
the forend upward and firmly press it against the barrels to engage the barrel hook
mechanism (Figure 9). (You will hear Click when the forend is locked into place). Make sure
that the forend button is at locked position (Figure 10). If it does not fit, slap the forend
firmly by your palm.

FIREARM ADJUSTMENTS

WARNING: Before making your firearm’s adjustments, always pull the safety button to the
“Safety On” position (Figure 4). Make sure that your firearm chambers are empty by checking
it visually and by hand. While checking your firearm, always point the barrels at a safe
direction.

CHOKEREPLACEMENT

Choke is an external detachable part which is threading to the muzzle of the barrel. Chokes are
constricting the shots as they exit the barrel of a shotgun to provide different shot distributions.
Your firearm is shipping to you with default chokes installed, except slug models.

. Take out the installed choke tube by rotating it counterclockwise. If your shotgun has
extended choke you can take it out by your hand, if your shotgun has a flush choke tube,
you need to use the choke wrench shipped with your shotgun. (Figure 24).

. Choose the desired choke tube and thread it into the muzzle. Make sure that the choke
tube tightened sufficiently.

WARNING: Check the table of the choke type and area of usage.
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CHOKE AREA OF USAGE NOTCHES

* Tight constriction. The shot string holds together longer,
FULL making this good for game shot at 35m (40 yards) and longer

WARNING: Do not use choke values F (*), IM (**) ve M (***) with slugs, single bullets or single
projectiles. Do not use choke values F (*) ve IM (**) with steel shot.

WARNING: Do not shoot without choke.

CHEEK PIECE ADJUSTMENT (/IF AVAILABLE)

HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT
. Loosen the screws located on the right side of the cheekpiece by turning them counter-
clockwise with a 3mm hex key (Figure 25).
° Adjust the cheekpiece to the desired height, then tighten the screws by turning them
clockwise (Figure 26).

INFO: You can use the Stock Height Washers shipped with your firearm to memorize the position
suitable for you and prevent the position gliding by time (Figure 27).

WARNING: The cheekpiece able to rise 15mm (0.6”) maximum. If you try to adjust it above
15mm, you might damage the adjustment parts.

POSITION ADJUSTMENT

Loosen the screws located on the right side of the cheekpiece by turning them counter-
clockwise with a 3mm hex key (Figure 25).

Take out the cheekpiece.

Loosen the screws located inside the cheekpiece columns, by turning them
counterclockwise with a 3mm hex key (Figure 28).

Move the cheekpiece columns to right or left. After adjusting both cheek piece columns
to the desired position, tighten the screws by turning them clockwise.

Place back the cheekpiece. Adjust the cheekpiece to the desired height and then tighten
the screws on the right side by turning them clockwise.

SIGHT ADJUSTMENT (/F AVAILABLE)

HORIZONTAL ADJUSTMENT (LEFT and RIGHT)

Firearms with iron sights can be adjusted for windage by rotating the screw located at the
right side of the sight with a flathead screwdriver (Figure 29). In order to shift the point of
impact to the right, rotate the screw clockwise and vice versa.

For cantilever models, sight screws need to be loosened. Once loosened, the rear sight
can slide to the right or left. In order to shift the point of impact to the right, slide the sight
to the right. After adjusting it to the desired position, tighten the screw with a flathead
screwdriver.

VERTICAL ADJUSTMENT (UP and DOWN)

Firearms with iron sights can be adjusted for elevation by rotating the screw located in
front of the rear sight with a flathead screwdriver (Figure 30). In order to shift the point of
impact to up, rotate the screw clockwise and vice versa.

For cantilever models, sight screws need to be loosened. Once loosened, the rear sight
can slide vertically. In order to shift the point of impact to up, slide the sight to upward.
After adjusting it to the desired position, tighten the screw with a flathead screwdriver.
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TRIGGER ADJUSTMENTS

TRIGGER PULL WEIGHT ADJUSTMENT FOR STANDARD MODELS

If your firearm is a 12GA, trigger pull weight is 2,80kg (6.2lbs) factory set on the average. If your
firearm is a 20GA, trigger pull weight is 2,20kg (4.91bs) factory set on the average. Trigger pull
weight on 12GA models can be adjusted. In order to do that;

e Remove the stock. (See “Disassembly and Assembly of the Firearm Components”)

e Move the trigger pin to the second hole by taking it out (Figure 31). That will decrease
your trigger pull weight to 2,20kg (4.91bs).

e  Reassemble the stock.

TRIGGER PULL WEIGHT ADJUSTMENT FOR DETACHABLE TRIGGER GROUP MODELS (SP TRAP
or SP SKEET)

Your trigger pull weight is 1,50kg (3.3Ibs) factory set on the average. In order to change the
trigger pull weight of your firearms;

e  Press the trigger group release button (Figure 32).

e  Detach the trigger group (Figure 33).

e Take out the spiral pin shown (Figure 34). In order to increase the trigger pull weight,
rotate the trigger weight screw clockwise and vice versa. Make sure the trigger
weight screw is not exceeding the indicated level (Figure 34) of the trigger group
while you decreasing the trigger weight. Put in the trigger pin back after adjustment.

e  Reattach the trigger group, make sure it is locked in place.

TRIGGER POSITION ADJUSTMENT FOR DETACHABLE TRIGGER GROUP MODELS (SP TRAP or
SP SKEET)

e  Press the button located on the left side of the trigger (Figure 35).
e  Slide the trigger forward or backward (Figure 36). Release the button at the desired
position.

ROUTINE CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

To ensure that your firearm works safely and fulfills its functions completely, protect it against
powder residues, dirt, dust and humidity after each use or before long-term storage. Always
clean and oil it to prevent corrosion. During cleaning, check that the firearm components work
following these instructions.

The basic cleaning materials include a ramrod of appropriate size, barrel cleaning brush and soft
cloth patches, a small soft bristle brush, gun cleaning solvent, quality gun oils (low viscosity, low-
frictional, oxidation resistant and outstanding anti-wear performance properties) and lint-free
rags.

Use a threaded ramrod to which you can attach jags and brushes to aid in cleaning the bore of
your firearm.

To clean your firearm properly, you must first disassemble the firearm (See “Disassembly and
Assembly of the Firearm Components”).

CAUTION: Apply cleaning solvent and oils following the manufacturer’s instructions. Do not
spray solvents or oils on ammunition. Solvent solutions or oils can degrade the primer and
gunpowder and this can prevent the ignition of the ammunition.

CLEANING OF THE BARREL

° Attach the appropriate size barrel cleaning brush to the ramrod and apply cleaning solvent
on the brush.

. Push the ramrod a couple of times from chamber to the muzzle. Detach the brush after
each time before pulling it back to the chamber.

° Place a clean patch to the tip of ramrod and push it from chamber to muzzle. Remove the
dirty patch from the ramrod after it exits from the muzzle, and pull the rod back out from
the chamber.

. Repeat the previous step until a clean patch comes out of the barrel.

° Take out the choke tube. Clean the choke, choke mounting surfaces and threads with a
cleaning solvent.

. Clean any solution residue inside the barrel by using a piece of patch.

. Apply gun oil lightly to the patch and insert the ramrod from the chamber and push it
through the barrel until it comes out of the barrel. Remove the oiled patch from the tip of
the ramrod and pull the ramrod through the barrel.

. Lubricate the barrel extension’s side surfaces, ejector slots, ejectors with gun oil (Figure
37).
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. Lubricate the ejector pins and ejector springs which are located below each ejector (Figure

38).

° Lubricate the forend latch locking areas with gun oil (Figure 39).

. Lubricate the touching surfaces of barrel extension with the receiver. Keep a thin film of
oil after lubricate. Before shooting, clean the excess oil in this area with a clean patch
(Figure 40).

WARNING: Residual oil atthe chamber can cause overpressure or blockage at the barrel. That
might damage your firearm and cause serious injuries to the shooter or third person nearby.
Make sure that the chamber is cleaned properly.

CLEANING OF THE CHOKE

e (Clean the firing residues inside of the choke tube with a brush moistened with a cleaning
solvent.
e Apply a thin film of oil after cleaning.

WARNING: Use only shipped factory-made choke tubes, do not use any other brand choke
tubes.

WARNING: Miscleaning of choke tube and barrel might cause overpressure and local barrel
blockage. That might damage your shotgun or harm you.

WARNING: Make sure choke tubes are installed completely by observing the barrel tip. If you
have flush chokes, choke tubes have to go down to the barrel completely.

CLEANING OF THE RECEIVER

e Clean all the surfaces you can reach on the barrel and receiver with a clean lint-free rag
soaked in cleaning solvent solution. (A clean toothbrush will help you clean the parts and
corners that you cannot reach with the rag.)

e Clean off all the cleaning solvent solution that you applied with a clean and dry lint-free rag.

e Apply good quality gun oil lightly on the barrel and outer surfaces of the receiver by making
sure no excess oil is cumulated.

e Apply gun oil to the touching surfaces of barrel extension and receiver, inner walls of
receiver, locks. (Figure 41,42,43).
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CLEANING OF STOCK AND FOREND

° Clean the cocking levers located inside the forend with a clean patch. Oil the areas
indicated in Figure 44 with gun oil.

° Apply a tiny amount of oil to the forend locking parts indicated in Figure 45. Push and
release the forend button a few times to allow the oil to diffuse all parts.

° Clean the exterior surfaces of your stock and forend. Apply high-quality stock oil if you
have walnut stock.

PROTECTION FROM RUST AND REPAIR

During normal firearm maintenance, leave your firearm in a dry place for 2-3 hours to let all
metal surfaces dry after cleaning. After drying, apply plenty of high-quality firearm oil on all the
metal surfaces of your firearm and clean the excess oil with a clean and dry rag. If there is rust
on the surfaces, the reason is extreme humidity. You can clean the rust on the metal surfaces
by using a stiff plastic cleaning brush and a cleaning solvent. If the rust is not cleaned in this way;
you should get assistance from a qualified gunsmith. To prevent irreparable rust damage, you
should take immediate precautions.

PERIODICMAINTENANCE

Frequency of periodic maintenance may vary on your using routines and severe conditions. It is
recommended to make at least twice periodic maintenance per year for average usage and
climate conditions to prevent corrosion in long-term stored firearms. If a part of firearm needs
to replace, use only original factory spare parts. Ensure that screwdrivers or keys are appropriate
size and shape while loosening or tightening screws. Poor tools might damage the screw heads
and general appearance of the rifle. Use only high-quality gun oil that cleans, lubricates and
preserves (CLP).

Barrel bore and barrel extension surfaces should clean and oil during periodic maintenance. (See

“Routine Cleaning and Maintenance”).

e Follow the steps of Routine Cleaning And Maintenance.

e Clean the dirt, rust and deposits remainings at the specified parts with a cotton patch
lubricated with gun oil.

e Use aclean and dry cotton patch to remove excess oil after cleaning.

e After cleaning, apply a thin oil film to parts.

e Make sure that the tools for cleaning such as patches and brushes are suitable for your
firearm.
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° Apply grease oil to ejector slots inside the receiver (Figure 46) and hinge pin surfaces
(Figure 47).

° Qil the top lever and safety button and cycle them a few times to allow the oil to access
down below parts. Clean excess oil with a patch (Figure 48).

OPERATIONAL CHANGES OR DAMAGES

WARNING: Do not make any mechanical revision on your firearm.

If you notice any changes in the functioning of your firearm, STOP SHOOTING IMMEDIATELY!
You should take the firearm to an authorized gunsmith or ship it to the manufacturer/importer.
If you experience any occurrences similar to the following: the functioning of the trigger

mechanism has changed, the firearm does not fire the cartridge, safety does not operate, there
is any cartridge malfunction or a changed sound when firing.
